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Science fiction has long entertained the idea of (1) artificial intelligence becoming
conscious — think of HAL 9000, the supercomputer-turned-villain in the 1968 film 2001:
A Space Odyssey. With the rapid progress of artificial intelligence (AI), (2) that possibility
is becoming less and less fantastical, and has even been acknowledged by leaders in Al
Last year, for instance, Ilya Sutskever, chief scientist at OpénAI, the company behind the
chatbot ChatGPT, tweeted that some of the most cutting-edge Al networks might be
“slightly conscious”.
